Village Core Planning Meeting

June 15, 2010
Attendees: Chairman Hettinger, Dennis Ducharme, Kareen Hamilton, Matt Henry, Paul Kasianchuk, and Liz Lambregtse.
Chairman Hettinger indicated that the land use easement for the Riverfront Trail on the InnSeasons property had been signed and that the surfacing of the Trail had been started.  The approximately 1,100 feet of Trail in the woods has had the hardpak surfacing completed and the section south of the Rivergreen indoor pool complex was in the process of being surfaced, and will be completed in July.   The railings on the temporary bridge over the tail race were also now complete.   Tara Towers will purchase the appropriate signage to mark the Trail.  Mr. Ducharme indicated that he would prefer the “Riverwalk” logo to be incorporated into the signage rather than the “InnSeasons” logo. 
On Tuesday, May 25th Loon Mountain sent a five man crew to cut trees on the portion of the Trail extending west from the water pipe easement on the Town, Woodstock and DRED properties.   This work is now completed and the Trail is ready for stump grinding.   A letter thanking Loon on behalf of the Village Core Committee was sent to Rick Kelley.

A Community Day was held on May 20th, by Students of the Lin-Wood School.  Two groups of students were guided along the Trail by Kareen Hamilton and John Hettinger to enable the students to pick-up and clear debris from along the Trail Route.  

As of the date of this meeting the Committee has still not heard from the Rapids Development regarding a proposed alternate route for the Trail away from the River bank.
Chairman Hettinger indicated that he has been working on revising the DRAFT press release and pamphlet regarding the proposed “Whitewater Park” conceptualized by Nate Snow, Athletic Director of the White Mountain School in Bethlehem based on comments received from Committee Members.  Copies of the revised DRAFT’s have been sent to Committee Members for comment as well as personnel at the Franconia Notch State Park, John Devivo, and the White Mountain National Forest, Ryan Twomey.  Note that Mr. Twomey indicated that he would present our information to Ms. Janis Mulherin for her review.  (The events, dates and photographs included in the DRAFT’s were “place holders” until such time as actual events and photographs can be decided upon).
The next meeting is scheduled for the third Tuesday of July, e.g., July 15th, 2010 at 5:00PM in the Lincoln Town Hall.
